▰ Psychology 8: Community Psychology (3 units)

This course provides an overview of prevention science and an introduction to the history, goals, 

and methods of community psychology. Community psychology focuses on the application of 

psychological principles to understand and address community issues. This course emphasizes 

the preventive and strength-based approach within community psychology to understand the 

ecological context of human experiences, initiate action research, and implement social change. 

Topics such as family and community violence, oppression, criminal justice, and mental health 

policy are explored. This course requires students to engage in learning outside the classroom 

in conjunction with various community-based organizations.
